Sample Functions of Groups for
Coordinating School Health Programs

The School Health Advisory Council provides a complementary and different type of support and function than the school district based School Health Leadership Teams. These varied functions strengthen the infrastructure needed to sustain coordination and improvement of school health programs that address all eight components of Coordinated School Health Programs.  The structure and membership of the groups that perform these functions will vary according to the unique health needs, population, geographic area, and other factors in the community.
